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Spy Watch
User Guide

A Special Note for Spy Watch Users!

Because of small antenna size, the Spy Watch has limited coverage distance to the
Earpiece. One should hold it near an ear within ~10 cm range. However, for a natural
“sitting and writing” posture, e.g. leaning on an arm, it is quite easy to keep a watch
near an ear. Given coverage range provides satisfactory audio level and allows
listening clearly through an earpiece.

Getting Started

1) Make sure the Spy Watch is fully charged; otherwise charge it. Charging the
battery fully may take up to 2-3 hours. Do not leave a fully charged battery
connected to a charger, since overcharging may shorten its lifetime.

Charging the Spy Watch:

e Pull out the cover on the side of the Spy
Watch and find the round Recharge Hole.

Hullunction Key o Connect the charger to a wall outlet.

e Connect the charger cable to the Watch
through the recharging hole.

Indicator Light @ The Bluetooth Indicator light is shining red
while charging. This indicator is located on
the face of the Spy Watch.

e Wait 2~3 hours to recharge the battery.
When the battery is fully charged, the
indicator light turns blue.

e Disconnect the charger from the Spy Watch
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and the wall outlet.

2) Activate Bluetooth service in your phone. Follow the following steps:
Pairing the Spy Watch with a phone:

e Press and hold the Multifunction Key (marked as FF/Vol+, another buttons
are dummies), for 3-5 seconds until the Bluetooth Indicator light is
continuously displayed with blue light.

e Now the Bluetooth Spy Watch is set to a Bluetooth service search mode.

e Locate the Spy Watch (the id is T9) in your mobile phone and activate phone
headset mode for this Spy Watch.

e Ifyour phone prompts a password or key, just type four zeros (0000).

e Then the indicator light will blink 2 times, that confirms the mobile is paired
up with the Spy Watch.

3) Next time the Spy Watch will try to pair up itself automatically with the phone,
used last time. To pair it up with another phone, repeat the step 2.
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Supported Bluetooth Operations:

To make a voice dial call Tap the Multifunction Key and speak a name after a
beep

To end a call Tap the Multifunction Key

To receive a call Tap the Multifunction Key

To reject a call Press the Multifunction Key twice

To redial a last call Press and hold the Multifunction Key until there is
a beep

To transfer a call from a paired up phone | Press and hold the Multifunction Key for 3-5

to the Spy Watch seconds or use respective function in cell phone.

4) Take a fresh battery supported by the Earpiece and insert it into the Earpiece.
Then plug it into your ear. The Earpiece will automatically pair up with the Spy
Watch after battery insertion. For detailed instructions on the Earpiece, please,
refer to the Earpiece User Guide.

5) Now the Spy Watch and the Earpiece are ready to use.

6) After using the Set, remove the battery from the Earpiece. To switch off the
Watch, continuously press the Multifunction Key until the Bluetooth Indicator
light is off.
